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Abstract

The study of attitude of female offenders toward Prostitution was a quantiative research
which was conducted for the following purpose; 1). to study attitude of female offender toward
prostitution 2) to propose ways to correct and protect of prostitution of female offender 3) to
suggest ways to change attitude and rehabilitate of female offenders toward prostitution 4.) to
suggest ways to develop training curriculum and rehabilitation program for female offender.
The research used questionnaire as a tool in collecting data from a sample of 112 offenders and
using in depth interview technique with 9 offenders. Statistics for data analysis used in this
study was Frequencies, Percentage, Standard Deviation, Mean and Chi square with a

statistically significant at 0.05

The result from the study has found that the sample group of 36.6 percent were age
between 25-32 years, 41.1 percent were primary graduated, 83 percent were offense related to
narcotic act, 51.8 percent were sentencing more than 5 years, 42.9 percent worked as
employee, 27.3 percent being prostitute because of money, 19.2 percent being prostitute as a
waitress in restaurant or karaoke restaurant ,27.7 percent being a prostitute 6 month to 1 year,

39.3 percent gain 20,000.- bath per month.

Factor concerned Attitude toward prostitution was found orderly, the highest score is
factor “women should know and understand about role of women” (4.29), factor “knowledge
and understanding of prostitution” was in high level (3.79), factor “Attitude toward
prostitution” was in high level (3.57). The overall attitude has found that attitude toward
woman offender prostitution were high level at 3.88. Demographic characteristic which were
age, education, career before sentenced and duration of prostitution were statistical significant

(sig=0.34, 0.008, 0.000 and 0.000)



Suggestion from the study

Prison/Correction Instituted should give female offenders information about woman
role, gender equity, law of the Prevention and Suppression Act of B.E. 2539 and ultilising
rehabilitate and preventing measure for female offender prostitute. The Thai Correctional
Department should make an addition on section 32 (5) on parole condition which should be
that female offender who receive parole should have qualification on high school graduated
because education is an important key to eliminate the financial needs of prostitutes. In
addition, the female offenders who was parole release would use high school certification to
pursue their future career. The Thai Correctional Department should set up rehabilitation

program for female offender who were prostitute.

Suggestion in Macro level

The Thai Correction Department should develop preventive measure coordinating
public and private sector in order to give recommendation and propose solutions for Thai
female offender prostitute to pursue their new careers. These processes should include
evaluation and follow up after parole releasing. Moreover, Ministry of Development and
Human security should take responsibility in rehabilitation of prostitute and Ministry of

Labour should take responsibility in developing skill compatible to labour market need.
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
